We understand that any failure to abide with the conditions set by the Authority at once invalidates the permission granted, necessitating reapplication on our part and leaving ourselves open to prosecution under the Highways Act 1980, and that payment for the processing of this permission is one of those conditions.

We acknowledge that the Authority may charge additional administration, or other fees should lawful remedial or enforcement action by Council staff prove necessary due to any failure on our part to comply with licence conditions or the legitimate requests of authorised Council staff.
