	HEADINGS
	DETAILS

	USE


	This is what buildings and spaces will be used for and how this fits in with the area and supports local aims.


	AMOUNT


	This is how much development is proposed and why it is an appropriate amount for the site and its surroundings. 


	SCALE


	This is the height, width and length of a building or buildings in relation to its surroundings.  The statement should explain and justify the scale of buildings proposed, including why particular heights have been settled upon, and how these relate to the site’s surroundings and neighbouring buildings and restrictions on site. 


	LAYOUT


	This is the way in which buildings, routes and open spaces are provided, placed and orientated in relation to each other and buildings and spaces surrounding the development.  


	LANDSCAPING


	This is the treatment of private and public spaces to enhance or protect the amenities of the site and the area in which it is situated through hard and soft landscaping measures and how landscaping will be maintained.



	APPEARANCE


	This is the aspect of a place or building that determines the visual impression it makes, including the external built form of the development, any specific design feature, materials including colour and texture and any external lighting where appropriate


	ACCESS


	This concerns accessibility to and within the site for cycles, other vehicles and pedestrians. Access for emergency vehicles and access to public transport should also be explained, where relevant.  
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
