Team Around the Family Meeting

Statement of Purpose and Agreement
We are meeting today as a team of family members and professionals with the expectation of supporting this family in the best way possible. We are here to discuss what needs the family have and what could be done in order to support them. At the end of this meeting there should be a Family Plan that we all agree on and will look to adhere to.  

This meeting is held in the belief that family members, supported by professionals, are best placed to identify what their own needs are. No actions can or should be taken without the consent of the family.
We take shared responsibility for the following agreed rules for this meeting: 

1. We will allow each person the opportunity to talk. 
2. We accept that what is said here today is confidential and only stated for the purpose of helping the family. No information from this meeting will be shared without the consent of family members.

3. However, we also accept that disclosure of anything that may be criminal or indicate a safeguarding concern may have to be acted on outside of this meeting. 

4. We will allow the facilitator to keep to a set timescale and guide the discussion. The facilitator may ask us to explore something in more detail, or to move on from a subject if not keeping to time. 
5. We will do our best to focus on solutions rather than problems. 

6. We will do our best to tolerate any disagreement there may be without allowing it to affect the solutions we come up with.
7. We will not endorse or allow any kind of abuse or discriminatory behaviour.
8. We will commit to actions in the good faith that we will try to carry them out between now and the next review.
9. We accept that actions from this meeting will be recorded onto the appropriate documentation but will only be shared with the consent of the family.
