	Course 
	See attached map. Course will be muddy so spikes / football boots / old trainers to be worn. If the course is muddy / boggy bring tape to put round children’s footwear so they don’t lose them in the mud ( 

	Year Groups 
	Each school can bring up to 12 students for each race: 

1) Year 5 Boys = 12 students 

2) Year 5 Girls = 12 students

3) Year 6 Boys  = 12 students 

4) Year 6 Girls = 12 students

Total maximum runners per school =  48
Year 4’s can run if the school is confident they can complete the course. 

	Team Declarations 

	Important information please read: 

First 4 finishers from each school to count as a team.

1) At the end of the race your students will be given a raffle ticket which corresponds to where they finished in the race – please make sure they give this ticket to your adult who is waiting in the finish area. 

2) This adult then needs to write down the students name and finishing position on the front of the envelope. They then put the raffle ticket into the envelope. (Make sure you bring a clipboard and pen)
3) So we can count all results make sure you record all of the students that finish the course. 
4) Once you have all of the student’s names and raffle tickets, seal the envelope, add up and total all of their finishing positions. Then return it to the changing room block. 
5) Please make sure you submit each envelope as soon as possible after each race, so we can keep on top of the results.

	Sussex Primary Schools Final will take place on Thursday 28 March 2019 at Waterhall. The top 5 finishers in the year 5 races and top 10 in the year 6 races.

Letters will be given to those students at the presentations and information emailed to the schools. It will be the parents’/ carers responsibility to get them to the event. 

	Risk Assessment & First Aid 


	Each school will need to provide staff member’s appropriate to the ratio of students they are bringing to the event. 

Stewards will be on the course and event first aid will be provided at this event by Blue Response. 
Schools will need to provide their own travel risk assessments to and from the event. 
The event is covered by the council’s public liability insurance. 
The lost child point is at the changing room block. If there are any lost children please notify a steward in a Hi Vis who will then radio through to Select and the event organisers. 

	Changing Rooms & Toilets 
	Please make sure your students come changed ready to run as there are no changing rooms. Toilets are located in the porta loos in the lower car park. The toilets in the changing rooms will not be in use. 

	Refreshments 
	Please let you parent and carers know refreshments will be on sale at a coffee kiosk in the lower car park. 

	Parking & Spectators 


	There will be stewards managing the parking at Waterhall and there will be no parking in Waterhall. Mill road will be closed and used for parking this will be managed by the stewards. Access to Mill Road will be from the bottom end by the BP Garage off the A23 – please make your parent / carers aware of this and that they cannot access Mill Road from the roundabout at the top of King George the 5th Avenue. The two pedestrian access points to the playing fields are from the main entrance or opposite the windmill on Mill road and across the footbridge. This change has been made to ensure the safety of all of the young people and spectators at the event. 
The top car park will be used for mini buses and coaches only.

	Adverse Weather 
	The event will take place if it is raining. However if there are adverse weather conditions forecast / on the day a decision will be taken by 10am on Wednesday 21 November whether or not to cancel the event. 
The event would be rescheduled for early 2019. 

	Top Tips / Don’t Forget 
	1) When you arrive get an adult to come up to the Rugby Club House to sign in and pick up your race pack. 
2) Assign one staff member / adult managing the children at the start of the races and another staff member / adult at the finish.   

3) Get your team to the start line 5 minutes before the race. They will be given race instructions by the starter. 

4) The adult at the finish will collect in raffle tickets in the finish area – each school will only have one adult in this area. Make sure that your children know who this adult is and that they give their raffle ticket to them.  

5) As soon as all of your runners are in this adult must complete the envelope and hand in at the Information Point by the finish as soon as possible. Delays in getting these envelopes in – then delays the results. 
Don’t forget: 

· Bring a Clipboard & Pen(s)  
· Bin Bags to put jumpers in at the start to then meet children at the finish

· Gaffer or electrical tape for shoes if muddy 

· Lots of warm / wet weather clothing for you and the children

· Wellies / Walking Boots / Old Trainers for you and your staff 
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
